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PSL Panthers Netball Club Code of Conduct

Members will:
· Maintain a level of behaviour so as not to bring the club or game of netball into disrepute
· Treat all other club members, umpiring officials, opposition players, spectators and league officials with respect.
· Not undermine the aims and objectives of the club
· Abide by the club constitution
· Wear proper and appropriate kit at matches and events
· Attend all training sessions
· Inform Team Captains or Vice Captains or other delegated member of any reason for not attending training or non-availability for matches and events
· Listen and pay attention to the coach (assistants) during coaching/training, matches or any events
· Inform the coach of any concerns about coaching or training
· Try to improve their own play by giving 100% effort
· Arrive on time for training, matches and events or at any time the Coach, Team Captain or Vice Captain asks you to arrive, for the purpose of warming up or team talks
· Abide by the method by which teams are selected
· Return all kit and other club property if club membership ceases
· All membership fees must be paid promptly at the beginning of the month

Common Netball Regulations
· A player must be affiliated to England Netball (and the Avon Netball Assoc) before they play any League Matches. All club members are insured through England Netball.

· A player is only entitled to 3 training sessions before they must affiliate or they can no longer participate. This is a league regulation NOT a club regulation. If a player is injured by a non-affiliated player they are not covered by insurance. In fact, non-affiliated players who participate after 3 training sessions render the Club insurance with England Netball null and void.

· In a club with more than one team, the players are categorized as A, B, C players etc. depending on whether they play in the 1st, 2nd or 3rd team. Players can play in a team in a lower division providing she is not classed as a “Core” player, and then can only play down for 3 matches. All categories other than “A” can play up in a higher division for 3 matches. If a ‘B’ category player plays up for 4 matches they must then be re-categorised as an ‘A’ category player. The same applies to ‘C’ category players, and so on.
· A club must have a qualified umpire for each team within the club e.g a club with 4 teams must have 4 qualified umpires. However the club must have an umpire with the necessary qualification for the divisions in which those teams play e.g Premier and Div 1 require a B award umpire. Divs 2 – 9 require C award umpires and Divs 10/11 require Beginner Umpires.
